2. Presentation on the Creation of a Recycling Revenue Fund – Harry Hayes, Director of Solid Waste Management.

3. Presentation on the LED Traffic Signal Energy Savings Program – Jeff Weatherford, P.E., Senior Assistant Director, Public Works Department. 
Senior Assistant Director Jeff Weatherford presented the Traffic Signal Energy Savings Program to the Committee.  The program would upgrade all traffic signals within the City to Light Emitting Diodes (LED’s).  The upgrade is projected to cut energy consumption from traffic signals by 90% and cut electricity costs from roughly $4 million a year to just under $400,000 a year.  Council Member Toni Lawrence moved to recommend the program to the full City Council.  Motion was seconded by Council Member Wanda Adams.  Voting in favor: CM Lawrence, CM Adams, and CM Brown.  Voting against: None.   Motion Approved.  
4. Presentation on the Future of Electric Cars in the City Fleet – Cris Eugster, Chief Officer for Sustainable Growth.

Cris Eugster gave a quick update on the status of electric car technology and how that technology could be an important component to the City’s fleet of vehicles.  No Action Taken.
