Please state your name and your affiliation. It will help our court reporter if you also spell your name. The yellow light will signal that you will have 2 minutes left to speak. You will be asked to stop speaking when the red light comes on. After you finish your testimony, a panel member may ask clarifying questions.

· The public hearing will be transcribed and each speaker’s oral testimony will become part of the official record.
